Students will be expected to:

	Absences

	Beginning of class
	When you arrive to class, begin your work. Log on to the computer and then start Rosetta Stone. When class is over be sure to log off the computer before leaving.

	Tardies
	First 10 minutes = tardy

11-45 minutes = skipping (I will issue a referral)

46 minutes until the end of class = absent

On the 4th tardy and every tardy thereafter, the student will earn and receive a lunch detention. Failure to serve lunch detention will result in Saturday School per the GHS handbook.
